Volunteer Groomer at Work 
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GROOMING BASICS 

Grooming within the Town of Lake Pleasant is 
performed by the Town Department of Recrea-
tion.  The Town is reimbursed for some groom-
ing expenses through the NYS Snowmobile Trail 
Grant Program (your snowmobile registration 
dollars).   
 
DRAG of Speculator assists the Town by groom-
ing the trails within the Village of Speculator 
and the Speculator Tree Farm.  DRAG is funded 
by business and private donations.  Fuel assis-
tance and insurance is provided by the Pleasant 
Riders Snowmobile Club.  Some fuel, parts and 
supplies is also provided by the Town of Lake 
Pleasant. 
 
Within the Village of Speculator, D.R.A.G. gener-
ally grooms HM105 to HM117, C4 from HM105 
to Perkins, and the Page Street trail (LP1).  
D.R.A.G. also grooms all access trails to Village 
businesses and C8 between HM113(Mason 
Lake) and Indian Lake. 

Grooming activity is primarily performed on 
Friday, Saturday, and Sunday nights, based on 
equipment repair and availability of the volun-
teer groomer operators.
